MORGAN CLASSIC PLEASURE MAY CROSS ENTER.  No Obstacles. 

 

HOTEL – The HAMPTON INN, Cary is our HORSE SHOW HEADQUARTERS located just three 

miles from the arena.  Be sure to mention the horse show rate of $79-Standard or $119-Suite when 

placing reservations.  There is a link on the horse show website www.raleighinvitational.com for you 

to make reservations or call 919-233-1798. 

 

ENTRIES close April 1, 2010.  Entries postmarked later than this date will be charged a 

nonrefundable $20.00 per horse late fee.   Open check policy will be in effect.  

 

ALL HORSES coming into North Carolina from other States and North Carolina stabled horses 

must be accompanied by a current Negative Coggins Certificate (EIA) within twelve months.  A copy 

must be left on file in the show office and must be displayed on the front of the stall. 

 

SHOW OFFICE will close one hour prior to the scheduled start of each session.  All classes entered 

after one hour before this will be charged a session late entry fee of $15 per class.  Classes scratched 

within this period will not be refunded.  There will be a $50.00 fee charged for returned checks.  

 

STALLS will be available at 8:00 am on Wednesday, April 14
th

 .  Early arrivals MUST be pre-

approved through show manager, 919-365-5149 or email.  A $15 per stall/per day fee will apply.   

 

YOUR STALLS CAN BE PRE-BEDDED at $10.00 per stall.  Call to arrange which stalls you want 

to bed.  Indicate your wish for pre-bedding on the entry blank.  

 

SHAVINGS $6.50 per bag. Pre-orders for shavings will be at your stall when you arrive.  Bedding 

may only be hauled in on your own personal vehicle, no vendors.      

 

HOSPITALITY:  Each morning-(Beginning Friday) Coffee, doughnuts, pastries in the Barnmaster 

building.  Saturday “PIG CRAZY CATERING” is proudly cooking for the Exhibitor Party at the 

end of the evening session.   

 

GOLF CARTS, SCOOTERS, etc must be driven by licensed drivers only.  No children. 

 

DOGS must be kept on a leash at all times. 

 

REFUNDS requested before the closing date of entries will be made in full less a $15 scratch horse 

fee and the non-refundable office fee.  Refunds requested after the closing date must be accompanied 

by a veterinarian certificate and must be received before the end of the show.  Stalls will not be 

refunded after April 8
th

. 

 

CAMPER spaces are on a first come first serve basis.  Fees are $25 per day/night and will be 

collected by the NC State Fair Security officers. 

  

The Show shall be under absolute control of the Management.  The manager’s decision is final and 

may not be protested.  Only qualified persons shall be allowed in the ring during judging.  Exhibitors 

are notified that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the judge or officials on the part of the 

trainer, owner, rider or groom will disqualify horse or rider and the owner shall forfeit his entry fees 

and other fees.
